Be able to identify the various structures & organelles on a cell diagram.
(Don’t confuse cell wall with cell membrane).
Know the three principles of Cell Theory.

Know the differences between prokaryotic and eukaryotic cells.
* Beware and don’t confuse eukaryote with eubacteria

Know how cell function determines shape, and know examples.

Understand colonial organisms and similarities to multicellular organisms.
Distinguish between chloroplast and Lysosome.

Know the men associated with cell theory & why the microscope was key to cell discovery.
Understand the basic form and function of the cell’s organelles.
* Be sure to understand that endoplasmic reticulum not only prepares proteins for export, but also synthesizes steroids.

Understand the factors that limit cell size.
* Honors class – given the size of a cubic cell’s side be able to calculate a cell’s Total Surface Area, Volume, and the Ratio between the two.
Understand the progression of organization in a multicellular organism (from a cell to the organ systems).

Be able to identify examples of tissues, organs, organ systems, etc.
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
