The following are concepts you should know  well enough to explain clearly and concisely:

- The 9 point significance and evidence outline

- The relationship between  beliefs, attitudes, affect, and actions

- The how the continuum of direct vs. indirect science impacts the reliability of certain "science" claims

- Why "general revelation" and "special revelation" are different.

- The scientific implications of Proverbs 14:15 and Hebrews 11:1

- The dramatic, ecological and social changes that occurred after the fall (rebellion) of Adam in Eden

- The ecological and nutritional reasons why God gave Noah permission to eat animals only after the global flood.

- The concepts associated with the terms: hypothesis, biology, logos, logikos

- The chronological differences between the Biblical model of origins and the macroevolutionary belief system.

- Why the age of the earth question and the issue of suffering and death are so important theologically

- Know the scholars you studied in the Quiz Guide

- Understand the differences between micro (horizontal) change (evolution) vs. macro (vertical) change (evolution)

- Be able to answer questions relating to the macroevolutionary myth that mutations are the mechanism that produced new information to create all of the new kinds of organisms around the Earth

- Know the basic facts relating to the history, geology, and feasibility of Noah's Ark and the Catastrophic Global Flood

(such as the Ark's inner volume, the types of creatures taken, the best evidences that the water covered the Earth, the smallest calculated number of animals (parent pairs) were needed to go on the Ark to end up with the species of nostril breathing types we have today, etc)

- Know how the CPT model (Catastrophic Plate Tectonics) as theorized by Dr. Baumgardner  impacts old Earth view

- Understand the differences between DIRECT (operational/observable/experimental science) and INDIRECT (historical science)

- Be able to compare and contrast the four major  categories of origins models:

  (Biblical-Creation,   Pseudo-Creation,   Theistic Evolution, or   Atheistic Evolution?)

- What are the critical assumptions underlying radioisotope dating methods and why is it therefore unreliable?

- What are five of the strongest physical evidences that the Earth is only thousands of years old, not billions?
  (You can pick them from Dr. Humphrey's article that describes 14 of the top evidences out of 100's)

- Understand the Hebrew  term "yom" and how its use in Genesis One demands a natural 24 hour day

- Understand how the Bible calculates the Earth to be only about 6,000 years old.

- What research by Dr. Russell Humphreys of Sandia National Labs supports this biblical claim?

- What genetics research by Dr. John Sanford  of Cornell University supports this biblical claim?
- What geophysical research by Dr. John Baumgardner of  Los Alamos National Labs supports this biblical claim?

- Be able to answer  the "Five Questions for Logikos Thinking about Origins" and to support your answer with evidence (either scientific or logical evidence).

- Understand the order of the six days of creation according to the Bible and how it contradicts macroevolution

- Know the 7 C's of History (His - Story), and how the truth of the last C is dependent on the reality of the first C

- How does the Bible's statement about the animal Behemoth in the book of Job relate to dinosaurs and man?

- What new scientific evidence demonstrates that dinosaurs and man existed together on the earth at the same time?

1. What is it called when you read into a text (like the Bible) an interpretation that expresses your own bias, rather than the meaning of the author?

2. What is it called when you draw out of the text (like the Bible) an interpretation that was intended by the author?
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
