2. What is the difference between micro (downward) evolution (change) vs. macro (upward) evolution (change)?

3. What is the mechanism that evolutionists claim produces new genetic information over time to make new “kinds” of creatures?

4. After all of the years of accelerated “selection” of dogs by human breeding, have we produced any new “kinds” of creatures from them, or have we merely produced lots of dogs?  Explain why?
5.  In light of the above questions, is the amazing variety of dog breeds really evidence for macro (upward) evolutionary change?  Why?
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
